1. The diamondback terrapin is a what? 

2. This is the name of the special tooth that hatchlings use to break out of their shells. 

3. This is what the bottom of the terrapin shell is called.

4. A catch that is NOT wanted or accidental. 

5. This is the name of salt and freshwater mixture of water that terrapins live in. 

6. This is the larger of the two genders of terrapin.

7. This is the top part of the terrapin shell. 

8. This is a scale on the outside of a turtle shell. 

9. Where do diamondback terrapins live? 

10. This is the name of a baby terrapin. 

11. Terrapin was the Lenni Lenape word meaning this. 

12. This is the number of eggs that terrapins lay per nest in New Jersey.

13. This is the name of the flat shell that terrapins have which allows them to swim better in the water. 

14. These characteristics are what make a terrapin’s feet unique. 

15. If you are crabbing with a large commercial-style crab pot, you should use this device, which can keep some terrapins from getting stuck in crab traps. 

16. This is what you should do when you are driving on roadways next to marsh areas during terrapin nesting season (May-July). 
17. This is an animal that is a predator or hunter of the diamondback terrapin. 

18. This is an animal that is prey or food for the diamondback terrapin. 

19. Sometimes terrapins have to cross these, where they could be accidently hit by a car. 

20. This is part of a terrapin’s mouth that helps it to crush the shells of its food or prey. 

21. This is the sac that baby terrapins have on their bottom shell for about 2 weeks. It gives them lots of food and helps them to survive after they are born. 

22. This is the gender of terrapin with the longer, thicker tail. 

23. These are crab traps that are lost and float freely. They are responsible for the deaths of terrapins by drowning. 

24. This is something on the face of a terrapin, which they are famous for.
